Ride Etiquette

Ride Leaders

1. Before leaving, advise riders of the destination and whergesignated stops
are to be.

2. Be aware that you are leading a convoy of many bikes and stay ineolane
as much as possible.

3. Minimise lane changes

4. When at rest stops, give 10 minutes notice of leaving to ers.
Riders

1. Keep at least 2 bikes in view of your mirrors

2. Notify tail end Charlie if you are leaving the ride

3. NO overtaking on corners/ bends

4. Bikes to be fully fuelled before start of ride

5. Remember — Always ride safety and within the law
Ride Leaders pre-ride instructions are to include.

1. Destination

2. Fuel Stops

3. Comfort Stops

4. Meal Stops

5. Any other information that may be deemed necessargifthe safe conduct of
the ride.
Ride Leaders are advised to restrict their pre-ride instuctions to the job
specification
I.e. timings, directions, distance, coffee or lunch stoptc. Any further advice would
be outside the limit of a ride leader’s authority and shoulchot include advising
members on how they should ride their bikes.
There is a statutory requirement that each rider be licased to operate a
motorcycle and do so in accordance with the rules of the road dnn a
safe manner. This would imply that a rider must rely on hs/her own
abilities and senses, under all conditions and not rely cghe comments | )
and judgement of others, such as a ride leader. - ~ ,=[ W/
