She had thought she was being cautious by seltengruiise control and
maintaining a safe consistent speed in the raibtigupoliceman told her
that if the cruise control is on and your car bedmhydroplane .. When
your tyres lose contact with the pavement, youmalraccelerate to a
higher rate of speed and you will take off likeaarplane. She told the po-
licemen that was exactly what had occurred.

The policeman estimated her car was actually tirayehrough the air at 10
to 15 kms per hour faster that the speed set oarthge control.

Ride Etiquette

Ride Leaders

1. Before leaving, advise riders of the destinatioand where designated stops
are to be.
2. Be aware that you are leading a convoy of manyikes and stay in one lane
as much as possible.
3. Minimise lane changes
4. When at rest stops, give 10 minutes notice ofa@ng to riders.
Riders

Keep at least 2 bikes in view of your mirrors

Notify tail end Charlie if you are leaving the ide
NO overtaking on corners/ bends

Bikes to be fully fuelled before start of ride
Remember — Always ride safety and within the law

Ride Leaders are advised to restrict their pre-rideinstructions to the job
specification

I.e. timings, directions, distance, coffee or luncktops etc. Any further advice would
be outside the limit of a ride leader’s authority aad should not include advising
members on how they should ride their bikes.

There is a statutory requirement that each rider ke licensed to operate a
motorcycle

and do so in accordance with the rules of the roaand in a safe manner. This would
imply that a rider must rely on his/her own abilities and senses, under all
conditions and not rely on the comments and judgenm of others, such as a ride
leader. )
